Many of you will already have heard of Building Together, the new UGLE membership platform which harmonises Members Pathway and Royal Arch Archway. It brings both together into a clear, practical approach that supports both Craft and Royal Arch, while fully respecting the unique identity of each.
At its heart is a comprehensive toolkit and guide—the Quick Start Guide—which provides practical guidance and examples of best practice.  It also introduces a powerful Digital Assistant (Chatbot)….  which could prove very useful in answering any of the issues which might arise in your Lodge.  It’s worth looking at.
The Province wishes to ensure that all Officers in either a Lodge or Chapter benefit from a basic awareness and working knowledge of Building Together.
