2. Be an active member of the Lodge Membership Team: Work
closely with the Lodge Membership Team, especially during initial
interviews, to explain the four parts of the Masonic journey,
emphasizing the significance of Royal Arch Masonry.

3. Address the Brethren: Take opportunities to address the Brethren
on matters related to the Royal Arch, to foster interest and
understanding among members.

4. Presentation to Master Masons: Deliver a short presentation to
Master Masons immediately following the presentation of their
Grand Lodge Certificate, introducing them to the 'Discover More'
booklet and the benefits of Royal Arch membership. The booklet
will be despatched with the Certificate to the Secretary.

5. Assist and Advise Master Masons: Provide guidance and
assistance to Master Masons in choosing and joining the Chapter
that best suits their circumstances and interests.

6. To have a sound knowledge of Building Together, particularly
the ‘Continue’ and ‘Engage’ Hubs
